Locks to Church to be Changed
The Church Council had adopted a plan to re-key the building at the beginning of February. Current 
keys will no longer function once the locks are changed. The Council recognizes that this will be an 
inconvenience as we transition to a new system, but the need for security and safety outweighs the 
inconvenience. During Sunday morning hours and special event hours, the building doors will be 
released and open for entrance, otherwise the doors will remain locked. Entrance through the Education 
Building will be limited and restricted during the week. The main entrance door will be the far right 
door (facing the building) at the Bell Tower. There will be an electronic key pad at this door to allow 
easy entrance. If you have a need to regularly enter the building at times when the office is not 
staffed, please contact Gail Mosher (Church Secretary) to apply for an entrance code. There is a 
limited number of codes spaces available, temporary codes will be available for short term needs. The 
goal of this transition is to secure the building while also allowing full access to those who need 
entrance. Please bear with us as we make this safety transition.  ACT (Access Control Team) will 
be available this Sunday during Agape Time (between services) in the Volunteer Room 
(near the Parlor between offices) to give out codes, if you have filled out a form and it is 
approved.
